Hot Lunch Report

Leath Strench explained a bit of what a Hot Lunch Coordinator’s Role would look like.  She plans the entire year ahead, releases the ordering for each school month, prints labels, make sure orders are in and buys supplies.
As of February 2022, Hot Lunch and Treat Days have profited over 4,000$. Having the Canteen open and adding the extra popcorn treat day has proved profitable.  

We use these funds to help pay down the current playground debt.  

Trustee’s Report
After Spring Break there will be no more masks in schools.  The district is looking for guidance and clarification about the hand washing and social distancing procedures. 

In person District Board meetings have resumed.  

George Pringle Elementary School will be repurposed and rebuilt as a Secondary School.  It will open for Sept 2026.  

District Secretary/Treasurer is resigning and they are looking for a replacement.

Motion was approved that once the community in Goats Peak is built, all students residing there will be bussed to Peachland Elementary School. 

Rotary Club use to provide funds to Silver Stars Camp for two students, perhaps PAC can do a presentation to the Rotary Club for donations by explaining the needs we have at our school.  They also hope to collaborate again with the Pumpkin Patch in the Fall and the Star Fish Backpack Program.  On April 2nd, the Rotary Club is hosting a fundraiser at the rec center.  

COPAC- Central Okanagan Parent Advisory Council needs to change their bylaws. They require 2/3rds of members to zoom into the next meeting in order to make this possible.  


Principal’s Report

Jeans Up is a fundraiser for the Children’s Hospital.  All fundraising will be done online. PAC will volunteer to facilitate a fun Jean’s Up Sports Day on May 20th with activities for the students.
