Financial Report

We started the year with $9,600 in our general account.  We are currently sitting at $19,990.00.  There are expenses to come out.  Hot Lunch is estimated to profit around $6,000.00 this year. Winter plants made $1,400.00 and Spring plants $ 1,100.00.

Our Gaming Account started the year at 2,126.06.  We received a Gaming Grant in October.  We paid for School Field Trips and have $ 2,066.06 left in the account.  

Gaming Regulations need to me looked over to see if Gaming Funds can be saved and used towards a future purchase or if we need to spend it by the end of this school year.
