Principal’s Update

Wendy Briggs welcomes everyone to our school, acknowledging that we are on Sylix land.  
This week the school will be learning about Terry Fox, following with Truth and Reconciliation next week.

This year, Peachland school will be piloting new report cards which are now called Learning Updates.  Number and letter grades will be replaced with descriptors such as: emerging, developing, proficient, and extending. 

Wendy Briggs shared the district’s strategic plan as well as Peachland Elementary School’s mission statement. Last year, the students voiced a desire to build up our school community and have a place where everyone feels like they belong.  This year the students brainstormed ideas on a board “How to Build Community?  (on display in the Multi-Purpose room)
The school is working on hosting a Friend Ship Winter Concert on Dec 14th. The theme is how to find a friend.

The school is applying for an “Art Start” Grant to repaint a mural in the central hallway. Wendy wished to incorporate all the students in the school to have a chance to paint the wall.  Mural ideas are to reflect the four seasons, our surrounding nature, and Sylix culture.

Financial Report

Trustee’s Report
The government has a fund of 2.4 million dollars to spend on supporting families who are struggling financially.  The money can be used towards food programs such as breakfast clubs, etc.  These funds need to be used this year; the board will decide on Sept 27th.  As of right now, school fees are on hold until a decision is made.  Parents are encouraged to give their input.
Moyra Baxter reminds us that PAC acts to advise the school about matters, and programs that will enhance our school.  We need to make sure that parents have the opportunity to have input in the educational decisions being made.  
Moyra Baxter congratulated the carnival team for the successful event held in June and let us know that the Rotary Club would like to help at the concessions again next year!
