Principal’s Update

The school currently has 8 divisions with 169 students.  The school is still experiencing growth.

Teacher-Christi Ogg at PLE won the Prime Minister’s Award for Teaching Excellency!

The Winter Friendship Concert is scheduled for December 14th. Classes are learning songs, and preparing costumes. There will be an afternoon and evening performance.

PLE is piloting the new learning updates which will replace the previous report cards (Dec 15th, March 16, end of June)
The learning Progress Continuum has a scale ranging from emerging, developing, proficient, and extending. 

Foundational Skill Assessment- Grade 4 exams.  The government tracks the student’s results of foundational skills in literacy and math.  It is used as a guide to discovering gaps in instruction.  Last year the school learned that more needed to be done to support students in numeracy.  Wendy says that the school is placing more of an emphasis on it.  
 
The school has applied for an Art Start Grant in hopes to repaint the mural done in 1992.  Students will assist in painting a nature scene for seasons, and animals.   

Peachland Mayoral Candidates came to visit the grade 4-5 students.  Students are doing a mock vote today to learn about citizenship.  

Peachland Fire Department came to school yesterday to teach about fire safety.  There were many hands-on learning experiences with the trailer, hoses, fire trucks, ect.  It was a great success and helped connect the students to their community. 

Gaga Pit & Outdoor Play Space

At the Leadership Meeting, it was noted that they have insufficient people for operational building.  It will take over two years to come to fruition.  The cost estimation for the project was over $10,000.  We are looking at scaling back the plan to eliminate the Gaga Pitt and focus on a natural outdoor play space.

Rene Fulford made a motion to approve scaling back the plan for the outdoor play space.  We will remove the Gaga Pitt from the plan and increase natural play space by including rocks and logs for students to climb on and gather.
