Trustee’s Update

-District continues to be growing at a steady rate.
-Budget Survey coming out and parent feedback is much appreciated.
-New** Cellphone restrictions (not a ban, but restrictions) The district already has restrictions in place, and now there will be penalties.
-Social media and bullying is coming from parents sharing videos, not necessarily students posting and sharing.
Digital safety emphasis will take president in schools. We do not want to see a complete ban on cell phones but proper education on cellphone use.

Policy Meeting Feb 7th about naming schools. Policy that will be discussed is that new schools will be named after geographic schools, not in memory of a person/people
Bill 40 – giving rights holders in the Okanagan (Metis, OIB) a choice of where they want their students to attend, which could potentially affect waitlists for schools
-parent-school interactions (PAC CO-PAC, Parent Teacher Interviews)
-policy about public comment question period will be discussed about whether or not it comes back, previously suspended due to a student feeling unsafe.
